	Independent Studies:

	Undergraduate Students, taking independent studies under my supervision, who participated in my research projects, were rigorously trained to administer different language acquisition and cognitive experiments to adult participants and child participants between the ages of 2( and 10.  They were also trained in techniques concerning data coding and scoring.  My research projects provide students the opportunity to apply the experimental concepts learned in class and gain hands‑on experience in experimental research.  Students participating in my studies were not trained to design their own experiments; however, students were required to check‑in weekly and have a short discussion about the ongoing research.  Their experimental sessions were tape‑recorded and audited by myself and my research assistants.  In this way, feedback concerning the research was given on a weekly basis.  In addition, students were encouraged to ask questions related to my research projects as well as questions regarding their own research projects.  At the end of the quarter, each student was required to submit a term paper summarizing their research experiences and the knowledge acquired through participating in the research projects.
